The meeting was called to order by President Stephanie Byrne, with Chris Knop, Solicitor Michele Stuck, Superintendent Jeff Sheehan, Mayor Rick Patrick, Jeff Kaiser, Tom Hardesty, Earl Knowlton, School Superintendent Ted Lysiak, Donald Heitzenrater, and Linda Hartman for Clerk Nancy Baldwin.  Fran Teresi was absent.

Moved by Knop, seconded by Byrne to approve the March 10, 2014 minutes as presented by the Clerk.

Moved by Knop, seconded by Byrne to pay the bills.

President Byrne opened the floor to the visitors. Resident Earl Knowlton had questions regarding departmental policies and procedures. Superintendent Jeff Sheehan invited School Superintendent Ted Lysiak to discuss the water lines on the school campus.   Sheehan explained that the school needed to relocate the existing water line that supplies the elementary building and expressed concerns about the existing loop system for this area of the complex.  He recommended replacing the eastern 4” water main with an 8” to maximize the water flow for fire purposes and provide a loop for more efficient water circulation.  Sheehan also asked if the Board would consider providing this water main relocation/replacement work.  Mr. Lysiak and Sheehan both emphasized that making the changes while construction was going on would save money on materials, labor etc.  The trustees asked for more cost details to be presented at the next Board of Public Affairs meeting.

Delinquent accounts were reviewed.  The trustees reviewed a letter from a customer regarding the style of the delinquent letter.  Stephanie Byrne will write a response.  John Jarmusik property owner for 10973 Wheeler Road submitted a request to pay the sewer portion of the amount due less any fees and penalties for a final bill from a former tenant.  In keeping with policies and procedures the trustees stated that Mr. Jarmusik would need to pay the sewer portion of the bill and any fees or penalties in the amount of $232.91.  

President Byrne stated that an anonymous friend volunteered to pay the final water and sewer bills of the 13 Main Street businesses affected by the March 22nd fire. The Board of Public Affairs accepted the donation of $488.66 to cover the costs.

Superintendent Sheehan reported that the Liberty Street Bridge will close for repairs on April 8th, 2014.   Sheehan also spoke about the water lateral that runs in the alleyway between Center and High Street that serviced water to the businesses affected by the fire.  Water personnel had to isolate the lateral, cap the Center Street side of the lateral to stop a leak and install a valve to supply water to 8122 High Street. Currently part of the water main runs under the old buckeye building portion of the block.  The water main should be moved to the alleyway that is owned by Randy Weingart to eventually provide water to the Main Street properties affected.  In order to move the water main to the alleyway an easement from the Weingarts would be necessary to restore water service.  Mayor Patrick volunteered to talk to Mr. Weingart. 

Surveying has begun for the Phase I North Street Issue I Water Main Replacement Project.

The Board request for an increase in water rates will be on second reading at the April 9th Council meeting.

The trustees reviewed the recommendations from Arcadis regarding the Allowable Mineral Discharge limits study. Although Industrial discharge flows overall are less than 2004, the report recommends leaving the limits the same.

  Sheehan presented the trustees with draft copies of the Agreement of Operational Procedures by and between the Village of Garrettsville and Therm-o-link for review. Results of the Therm-o-link metals testing still shows that they are out of compliance.  Sheehan stated the cost of installing a sampler manhole for testing would be approximately $4,000 to $5,000.

A contractor bidding on the Pizza Hut project requested the cost of tap in fees.   The lot currently has a ¾” water tap but will to be increased to a 1-1/2” to facilitate the Pizza Hut.   The water Clerk and the Superintendent asked the board what the fees should be.  After discussion the trustees determined that this property had lost its identity when combined with the plaza fees would be charged according to Village Ordinance.
Moved by Knop, seconded by Byrne to not credit the cost of the existing ¾” water tap and charge the full 1-1/2” tap needed for Pizza Hut due to the parcel losing its identity when combined with the plaza.

Moved by Knop, seconded by Byrne to charge the allowable sewer capacity fees for Pizza Hut keeping in compliance with Village Ordinances due to the parcel losing its identity when combined with the plaza.
VOTE AYES-Unanimous

In a cost sharing effort to replace equipment used for projects benefiting both the Street Department and the Water Department, Superintendent Sheehan requested permission to replace a broken level laser belonging to the Street Department.
Moved by Knop, seconded by Byrne to replace the Street Department level laser at a cost not to exceed $1000.00.

Sheehan also requested to bring back two summer workers at an hourly rate of $9.00 not to exceed 32 hours a week.
Moved by Knop, seconded by Byrne to hire two summer helpers for the water department at an hourly rate of $9.00 for a 32 hour work week.
