Regular BPA

July 11, 2016

The meeting was called to order by President Stephanie Byrne with Fran Teresi, Ed Maresh, Solicitor
Michele Stuck, Superintendent Jeff Sheehan, Clerk Nancy Baldwin and Tom Hardesty.

Moved by Maresh, seconded by Teresi to approve the minutes June 13, 2016 as presented by the Clerk.
VOTE AYES—Unanimous

Moved by Teresi, seconded by Maresh to pay the bills.
VOTE AYES—Unanimous

Revenue, Expenditure and Cash Balance reports were reviewed.

Superintendent Jeff Sheehan noted that landscape work around manhole N-20 (which was replaced late
last year) was completed.

Late accounts report was reviewed.

A large water bill was paid in full by the property owner at 10595 White Street.

The Board received a request from a property owner at 10459 Village Drive for a waiver of a surcharge.
The Rules and Regulations state waiving any type of late fee or surcharge are a one-time removal. It was
pointed out that the property owners at this address had previously been granted a waiver in 2007.

Moved by Teresi, seconded by Maresh to deny the surcharge removal request for the property located
at 10459 Village Drive.
VOTE AYES--Unanimous

Precipitation Report was reviewed.

Superintendent’s Report. No action taken.

Superintendent Sheehan informed the Board that Thoma Technology had reprogrammed the
Wastewater Treatment Plant PLC to operate the wasting pumps based on flow valves. And that Central
Painting and Sandblasting Inc. had removed and replaced interior coating system on the Industrial Drive
standpipe.

Sheehan also mentioned a large water main break that occurred on June 10. Sheehan was notified by
the Police Department at 3:20 am of a water main break at 10539 South Street. The area was
barricaded, Ohio Utility Protections were notified, and depressurization notices were distributed to the
residents affected. The leaking 6” water main was isolated, excavated and repaired by 1:30 pm. Staff



had to also excavate and rebuild water main valve #5-8 which began leaking when operated during the
water main repair.

Sheehan also updated the Board about the June 28 sanitary survey performed by Ohio EPA District
representative, Deborah Nicholas. The survey was conducted on the entire drinking water system from
the raw wells, to treatment facility, and all three water storage towers. Sheehan said the inspection
went very well.

Sheehan also discussed how pleased he was with the new summer helper who started May 6, 2016, and
asked the Board for approval to pay him a $1.00 an hour more.

Moved by Teresi, seconded by March to give a $1.00 hour raise to Evan Kehoe his new rate will be
$11.00 per hour.

Superintendent Jeff Sheehan updated the Board on the Fox Hollow subdivision utility agreement status.
Most of the video work submitted had been reviewed, a listing of repair work and inspection work still
to be performed will be prepared and forwarded to the developer.

Sheehan discussed the recently completed “Allowable Limits Report”. The Village Engineer, Said Abou
Abdallah, recommended that the Village leave metals discharge values at the current limits.

Moved by Maresh, seconded by Teresi to approve the Allowable Limits Report.

Details on mutual aid work provided by the Garrettsville BPA employees in locating a water leak in the
Village of Windham were discussed.

There was also a brief discussion on Therm O Link’s metal limits and on the Sanitary Sewer Rules and
Regulations updating. Superintendent Jeff Sheehan requested more time to review the EPA model
ordinances.

The Board was informed that the Liberty Street car wash had paid the tie-in fees but have yet to connect
into the sewer collection system.

Superintendent Jeff Sheehan told the Board that the Phase Il North Street Water Main Project had been
approved for Ohio Water Supply Revolving Loan funding and is waiting to hear whether it will also be
awarded Issue 1 funding from the OWPC.

Fran Teresi updated the Board on drilling.
Sheehan also updated the Board on recent conversations he had held with Garrettsville Plaza owner

Roger Angel. Mr. Angel had made inquiry on the ownership of the fire hydrant located in the back of the
Garrettsville Plaza. After being told that it was the plaza’s responsibility to maintain he asked if the BPA



would consider a maintenance easement for the fire hydrant. Sheehan informed the Board that the
hydrant approximately fifty years old and would need replaced. It was later discovered that the hydrant
was on an existing easement for the plaza from a neighboring property owner. Solicitor Stuck informed
the Board that any easement for the hydrant would have to come from the property owner.

There will be discussion on the water rates in August.
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
