REGULAR COUNCIL

June 13, 2001

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Tom Hardesty with Denis Wolff, Jeff Gordon, Bob Matson,
Chuck Klamer, Craig Moser, Chris Knop, Solicitor Mark Manlove, Clerk Nancy Baldwin, Al Moyer,
Jackie Wagenknect and Mark Majewski.

Mayor Hardesty opened the floor to Al Moyer who had complaints on the closing of certain streets in the
Village for the filming of a movie. Moyer felt that the Mayor or someone was being paid off to close the
streets. Solicitor Mark Manlove said, the Mayor has the authority to close down the streets at anytime
and that no one from Council was being paid anything. Mayor Hardesty was upset with Al Moyer about
the comments he was making about someone be paid off.

Jackie Wagenknect was present to discuss the prescription drug co-payment for employees. She had
sent letters requesting information from the Village employees and only 8 employees responded. The
prescription plan was changed from a co-payment of $5.00 and $10.00 to $10.00, $20.00 and $35.00.
Council wants to keep the drug benefit the way it is currently. Village employees do not pay any portion
of the healthcare benefit they receive and the change in the co-payment is saving the Village
$10,000.00 a year.

Moved by Wolff, seconded by Gordon to pay the bills.

Moved by Matson, seconded by Moser to suspend the rule that ordinances be fully and completely read
on three different days and that Ordinance 2001-30 be placed on first reading and passed.

Moved by Moser, seconded by Matson to approve Ordinance 2001-30, An ordinance approving the
recodification, editing an inclusion of certain ordinances as parts of the various component codes of the
Codified Ordinances of the Village of Garrettsville, Ohio.

Moved by Klamer, seconded by Knop to approve Resolution 2001-31, A resolution authorizing the Clerk
of the Village of Garrettsville to certify the sum of $750.00 to the Portage County Auditors Office to be
placed as an assessment on parcel number 19-015-00-00-043 owned by John Mayer (8018 State
Street) for construction of sidewalks.

Ordinance 2001-33, An ordinance amending Section 1135.02 of the Codified Ordinances of the Village
of Garrettsville to add a definition for livestock. Read on first reading.

Ordinance 2001-34, An ordinance adding Section 1169.02(b)(10) to the Codified Ordinances of the
Village of Garrettsville to add livestock as a conditionally permitted use in R-1. Read on first reading.



Ordinance 2001-35, An ordinance adding Section 1171.02(b)(10) to the Codified Ordinances of the
Village of Garrettsville to add livestock as a conditionally permitted use in R-2. Read on first reading.

Ordinance 2001-36, An ordinance adding Section 1149.02(1) to the Codified Ordinances of the Village of
Garrettsville. Read on first reading.

Moved by Klamer, seconded by Gordon to authorize the Clerk of the Village of Garrettsville to advertise
for the 2001 Paving Project. (Center Street, Water Street and the Village Park).

Moved by Matson, seconded by Knop to authorize Finkbeiner, Pettis and Strout Inc. to advertise for bids
for the State Street Widening Project.

VOTE AYES—Unanimous

Revenue, Expenditure and Cash balance reports were reviewed.

Mark Majewski was present to discuss the Village of Garrettsville’s Preliminary Growth Plan.

Bob Matson and Council commended Craig Moser for the Veteran’s Memorial. There have been several
compliments to the Village for the project.

Mayor and the Street Department for all of the hard work to make the Memorial Day deadline.
