Garrettsville Planning Commission Minutes

January 6, 2011

At 7:00 pm, Chairman Steve Hadzinsky called the January meeting of the Garrettsville Planning Commission to order with Mayor, Craig Moser, Jerry Kehoe, Don Harvey, Michele Stuck, Solicitor, and Jan Boehm, Zoning Inspector present.  Gretchen Cram was absent.

The zoning inspector also discussed with Mayor Moser the annual realtor notifications pursuant to Ordinance 731.01; annual notifications to apartments located above commercial establishments pursuant to Ordinance 1177.02 (b) (1) for renewal of conditional use permits.  Both notifications are scheduled to be mailed at the beginning of each year.
Oil drilling within the Village was discussed.  Solicitor, Michele Stuck was to forward information to the Zoning Inspector for citizens requesting information from the zoning office.

With no topics on the agenda, Chairman Hadzinsky requested a motion for adjournment.  Jerry Kehoe motioned, and Mayor Moser seconded the motion.
