
Garrettsville Planning Commission Meeting Minutes
July 5, 2012
At 7:01 pm, Chairman Hadzinsky called the Public Hearing to order, stating one purpose of this hearing, pursuant to Ordinance 2009-40, to review a formal application for a yearly Conditional Use Zoning Certificate for an apartment located on the second floor of a commercial building at 8115 High Street in the Garrettsville’s Preservation District/Central Business District. 
The above review is in compliance to Garrettsville’s Ordinance 1177.02 (b) (1) which states: The Planning Commission may issue conditional zoning certificate for uses listed, subject to Section 1149.04, inclusive, and other sections as listed herein: (1) Apartments located above commercial establishments subject to Section 1149.05(r), (1) thru (10).
An additional reason for this public hearing was to consider a formal request by “The Garrettsville Curtains Up Theatre” for a Conditional Zoning Certificate to conduct a farmers market.  The proposed farmers market would be located at 8311 Windham Street at the corner of Windham and Liberty Streets and running from July 18, 2012 through October 3, 2012.  This Conditional Zoning request is in accordance with Garrettsville Ordinances 1149.05 (t), (1) thru (6) and 1180.02 (b), (13).

Chairman Hadzinsky asked for any comments pertaining to the above items.  With no comments, the public hearing was closed.   
Following, Chairman Hadzinsky called the Garrettsville Planning Commission to order with Mayor Moser, Tom Hardesty, Jerry Kehoe, Michele Stuck, Solicitor, and Jan Boehm, Zoning Inspector present.  Don Harvey was absent.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Hadzinsky called for the approval of the Planning Commission meeting minutes of June 7, 2012, with no comments the minutes were approved when Jerry Kehoe motioned for an approval; Mayor Moser seconded the motion.
Vote: Ayes – Unanimous
The Planning Commission reviewed a request for the continuation of yearly Conditional Use Permits for an apartment located above a commercial establishment located at 8115 High Street in Garrettsville’s Preservation District/Central Business District. 
With the fire safety report in good standing and application complete, Mayor Moser motioned to approve the Conditional Use Permit for the apartment located above 8115 High Street; Jerry Kehoe seconded the motion. 
Vote: Ayes – Unanimous
[bookmark: _GoBack]Brought forth at this time was the issue of the one remaining apartment, located at 8135/8137 Windham Street, requiring the yearly Conditional Use permit.  It was stated; Councilman Patrick was in contact the owner, Mr. Matt Paul, who would be applying for the zoning permit July 16th. 
Considered at this time was a formal request by “The Garrettsville Curtains Up Theatre” for a Conditional Zoning Certificate to conduct a farmers market.  The proposed farmers market will be located at 8311 Windham Street at the corner of Windham and Liberty Streets and running from July 18, 2012 through October 3, 2012.  This Conditional Zoning request is in accordance with Garrettsville Ordinances 1149.05 (t), (1) thru (6) and 1180.02 (b), (13).

After a review of the application for the above farmers market, Mayor Moser motioned for approval of the Conditional Zoning Certificate for the market; Jerry Kehoe seconded the motion.

Vote: Ayes – Unanimous
Included in the above application for the farmers market, was a request for the application fee to be waived due to the nonprofit status of the organization.  With this in mind, Mayor Moser motioned to waive the fees for the farmers market; Jerry Kehoe seconded the motion.
Vote: Ayes – Unanimous
The Planning Commission reviewed a request made by Peter King, pastor of Faith Evangelical Church, who called the zoning office regarding the property at 8357 Windham Street, currently owned by Mary Hosey.  Mrs. Hosey has voiced her concerns several times to Mr. King, regarding the side set back of the building, currently TLC. Mr. King is asking the Planning Commission, “Would the lack of clearance, >12 feet, side property line, prevent the sale of the property, or create a complication of any kind for a future sale?” 

After review of the above, the Village’s stand on the above matter was, it cannot presume to give them advice, nor could they tell if the Portage CIS furnish was accurate.  It is incumbent on the property owner to survey the property to prove error; not for the Planning Commission to determine.  

An application for a Change in Use/Occupancy for an Industrial business, Commercial Roofing and Coating Systems, located at 10524 Freedom Street was submitted to the Planning Commission for review.  
After reviewing the application, Chairman Hadzinsky motioned for approval; Jerry Kehoe seconded the motion
Vote: Ayes – Unanimous
From the audience, Mrs. Bisard requested the Planning Commission address the issue of a large amount of garbage in the front yard of a residence located at 10977 North Street.  Mayor Moser explained Ordinance 2012-15 encompassing the proposed exterior maintenance code, will be in the second reading at the next Council meeting; this ordinance addresses such issues.  Mrs. Bisard also requested more trees be planted in front of the recycling center on Water Street due to the occasional overflowing recycling containers.  Mayor Moser stated he would refer the request for more trees to Mike Hyde of the Street Department.
The Harrington/Bonner plat maps were highlighted at this time; the Zoning Inspector was asked if a Preliminary Plat Request had been submitted.  No request had been submitted; therefore, the issue was dismissed at this time.
The revised zoning map was reviewed at this time.  The Zoning Inspector was directed to order 4 copies of the map, display them in the Public Library and the Village Offices for the month of August; a public hearing in September to address any concerns.  
Excessive signage on State Street was addressed by the Zoning Inspector; at this time all the businesses contacted had removed their excessive signage and relocated the appropriate signage out of the state right of way.   
At this time Chairman Hadzinsky called for an adjournment.  Jerry Kehoe motioned for an adjournment; Mayor Moser seconded the motion.
